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overheated steam out on the plains. But soon appears a
background of heights, soon the fall of fresh brooks is
heard. Up yonder the cooling winds sing among the
Himalayan cedars of Simla, and still higher, beyond the
eternal snow, is the land of wild asses and yaks. '
